necessary skills and attitudes to provide a learning opportunity to adult
learners who were deprived of the chance to learn how to read and
write. Kha ri Gude Programme was developed in response to the call of ==&
the Minister of Education, Naledi Pandor, for a national campaign to end = i
illiteracy among South African adults. As a programme of government, ’

the campaign is intended to make manifest the right of all citizens to basic education in the official
language/s of their choice. The literacy manual is therefore available in all the official South African
languages, in Braille (presently in production) and has been adapted for use by the deaf.

These 15 volunteers are in the fortunate position to shape the lives of illiterate adults and to contribute to a
positive impact for them. It is a privilege to be part of a team who help people to have the ability to read
and write; to build their self-confidence to improve their self-esteem, and to give people back their dignity
and self-worth. WCCF will mentor these volunteers on a monthly basis to ensure they have the needed
support and guidance to motivate them through this endeavour.
